ECONOMIC BURDEN

There is a high unmet need in the 
treatment of heart failure, as up to 
45% of people admitted to hospital 
with heart failure die within 1 year 
and half die within 5 years5 

Currently, there is no cure for heart failure, but 
medicine and lifestyle changes can help reduce 
mortality, morbidity and improve quality of life.2

Further research is also underway into new ways 
to treat heart failure and its complications5
